Background

The city of Munich is facing massive traffic problems.
The area of Munich is, compared to the German av-
erage, both a prospering region with growth of inhabi-
tants and working places and the centre of suburban-
ising processes. Although massive improvements of
Public Transport systems and road network have
been implemented, the traffic volumes on road net-
work are still growing very often beyond the capacity.
The city of Munich therefore started a Master Plan
