VISUM Transition

Metro, the regional planning agency for the Portland-
Vancouver region of Oregon and Washington, has a
history of exceptional travel demand modeling. In an
effort to improve their modeling capabilities, Metro
has transitioned from the EMME/2 platform to PTV
Vision.

After a period of evaluation of all competing software
packages, including CUBE and TransCAD, Metro
made a strategic decision to adopt VISUM and VIS-
SIM as their preferred transport modelling system.
The evaluation consisted of on-site training, extensive
formal evaluation criteria, and a review of the support,
personnel, and research capabilities of the software
companies.
