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400 South LRT Simulation Study

In preparation for the Olympics in Salt Lake City, this
project for the Utah Department of Transportation
investigated the overall feasibility as well as specific
operational issues of a 400 South alignment of a
proposed east-west light rail line connecting the
university with the airport.

As a sub-consultant, PTV developed a VISSIM
microscopic transit and traffic simulation model of the
400 South corridor with the proposed LRT line
located in the median. The model addressed general
traffic and LRT performance as well as specific
operational issues such as left-turn pockets shared
by general purpose traffic and light rail trains.
