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PTV America (formerly ITC) was responsible for the
analysis of various capacity and circulation improve-
ments within downtown Fremont, Washington. This
multimodal study addressed:

Traffic circulation,

Transit operations,

Pedestrian crossings and pedestrian oriented
signal timing plans,

Bicycle facilities, and

The influence of bicycle operations on capacity of

signalized intersections.

VISSIM was used for analyzing the transportation
system in Fremont. Progression along a major
arterial street through Fremont was fine tuned to
improve traffic operations at a significant mid-block
left turn movement. In addition, ITC applied VISSIM

to assess the impacts that changes to the street net-

work (e.g., two-way street conversion to one-way,

time-of-day turning movement restrictions at selected
signalized intersection) had on operations as well as

redistributing traffic in the network.
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VISSIM was used extensively in meetings with the
public and the project steering committee to convey
existing transportation deficiencies and the benefits of
recommended improvements. ITC’s work with
VISSIM was deemed as a major contribution to the
project’s success.
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
